
 
 

Welcome to RALEIGH SUMMER DRESSAGE I and II 
July 25, 2017     
Ride times will be posted on the show website on Tuesday, July 25th.  
Stall assignments will be posted on the show website by Thursday, July 27th.  They will also be posted on the Show Grounds by 9:00 AM on 
Friday, July 28th. Stall bedding (1 or 2 bags of shavings per stall, depending on whether you have paid for Friday-Sunday or only for day stall) 
will not be distributed until the day listed for arrival on the entry form. The price of extra bedding is: $8.00 per bag of shavings. Please email 
Dianne Boyd with orders for extra shavings. Note that horses should not arrive before late morning and check-in starts at noon on Friday! 
The show office will be located in the main coliseum. Office hours: Noon-7pm Friday, 7am-6pm Saturday, 7am-1 hour after show ends on 
Sunday. Packets can be picked up starting at NOON on Friday. We will have chips and bottled water at check-in on Friday 
compliments of Mary Phelps (Markel Insurance). Stop by the show office each morning for hot/cold beverages and muffins sponsored by 
Encore Sporthorse and Susie Wiedman.  
On Saturday evening, plan to attend the Competitor’s party outside the show office in the main coliseum. We’ll have wine, beer, other 
beverages and hors d’oeuvres. The party is sponsored by Red Letter Farm and Karen Fulcher. It will start at 5:15 pm on Saturday. We will 
have a fun party game with prizes!

The N.C. Dept. of Agriculture requires that a copy of a current NEGATIVE COGGINS test be available to the State Veterinarian’s office for 
each horse entering the facility. Exhibitors MUST post a copy of the Coggins on the horse’s stall door or trailer if you are not stabled. Any 
equine without a negative Coggins test will immediately be quarantined back to its point of origin. NO horses (including non-competing 
horses) are permitted on the grounds unless they have registered prior to arrival with the secretary and submitted a current negative Coggins. 
NO horses (including non-competing horses) will be permitted on the grounds unless they have registered prior to arrival with the secretary and 
submitted a current negative Coggins test. Also, you must show documentation of your horse’s Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes 
Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccinations within 6 months of the show. 
For those who are driving and using Mapquest or GPS systems for directions, the physical address is:  4601 Trinity Road, Raleigh, NC.   
Day parking is allowed around Barn F or between the camper area and Ring 2.  Horses will be stabled in Barns B, D and E. Trailers 
must be parked in the trailer parking area adjacent to Trinity Road. DO NOT park trailers beside the barns!!  
Braiding and nightwatch services will be provided by Kat Parkinson (336-432-1234 or haleybot@hotmail.com). Competitors should 
contact Kat before the show.

They will be set up near the show office 
where you can also arrange for photography or videos. There is no cost or obligation to sign up for still photography, and while they make 
every effort to photograph every rider, signing up allows their photographers to prioritize and emphasize your ride. You must sign up for videos 
prior to your ride.

HEADGEAR RULE FOR DRESSAGE and DRESSAGE SPORT HORSE BREEDING 
From the time horses are officially admitted to the competition grounds by competition management, anyone mounted on a horse at any time on the 
competition grounds, including non-competing riders, riders on non-competing horses, and those competing in all classes and tests, including Para-
Equestrian tests, must wear protective headgear. Handlers, assistant handlers and whip assistants of any age must wear protective headgear while 
handling or assisting in the competition ring. 
LOCK UP your valuables. Tack rooms and vehicles are sometimes targeted by  
thieves! Be vigilant and report any suspicious activity in and around the barns.
